SPEAK UP

e If you witness hate or bigotry (in-person or
online)

o Speak up against bigotry, particularly if
you’'re not the target.

o Commit to interrupting, questioning,
educating and echoing to fight hate rhetoric.

o If you feel safe to do so, ask questions to
better understand why the person said or did
what they did.

» "Why do you think that?”

» “Where did you get that information?”

» ‘What made you say that?”

» Continue the conversation and explain why
what they've said or done needs rethinking.
